God grants us this so that
we might be His vessels upon the earth in glorious fashion.

[5] And the Lord came down in
the pillar of the cloud, and stood in the door of the tabernacle, and called Aaron and Miriam: and
they both came forth.

[7] My servant M osesisnot so, who isfaithful in all mine house. [8] With him will | speak
mouth to mouth, even apparently, and not in dark speeches; and the similitude of the Lord
shall he behold: wherefore then were ye not afraid to speak against my servant Moses?
